0 Choice — ensuring diversity in lifestyle and transport options

o Connections — ensuring accessibility

0 Creativity — allowing for expressions of creativity and encouraging innovative and imaginative solutions

0 Custodianship — creating sustainable design solutions that will endure

J Collaboration — communicating and sharing knowledge across sectors, professions and with communities

* Council leads by example by incorporating good urban design in its capital
projects.

4. Promotion and awareness
* Appoint Urban Design Champion.

* Council has an assigned staff member responsible for implementing urban
design action plan.

* Publicise urban design initiatives on Council website and other media e.g.
Gateway projects.

* Create an urban design category in Council’s Environment Awards.

5. Building capacity within and outside council

* Ensure training on urban design for councillors and staff.
* Toster sound working relationships on design matters across Council teams

* Foster relationships with other design professionals across the region.
