The census usually resident population count for Tasman District totalled 44,625 as at
March 2006. At that time, Tasman District contained 1.1 percent of the census usually
resident population of New Zealand. Since the 2001 Census, the popul ation usually resident
in the district hasincreased by 3,273 people or 7.9 percent compared with arise of 7.8
percent for the New Zealand usually resident population during the same period. As at
March 2006, there were an estimated 5.0 people per square kilometre compared with the
New Zealand average of 15.0 people per square kilometre®.

There were 263 permanent and long-term arrivalsin Tasman District during the year ended
December 2006, representing 0.3 percent of all immigrants who arrived in New Zealand
during that time. Thiswas a 1.9 percent increase in arrivalsto the district from the year
ended December 2005. There was a national increase of 4.8 percent during the same period.

There were 406 permanent and long-term departures from Tasman District during the year
ended December 2006. The arrival and departure of migrants during the year ended
December 2006 resulted in a net decrease of 143 people to the district.

There were 7,839 publicly funded hospital discharges of Tasman District residentsin the
year ended 31 December 2005, compared with 7,876 discharges in the same period of the
previous year. This represents 168.2 discharges per thousand resident population in 2005
compared with 172.0 in 2004. Of the dischargesin 2005, 10.1 percent were as aresult of

Neoplasms while 9.6 percent were from Complications of Pregnancy, Childbirth & the
Puerperium. This compares with discharges for New Zealand of 6.3 percent and 10.8

percent respectively.

During the year ended 31 December 2005 there were 15,819 crimes recorded in the Tasman
Police District, a decrease of 859 or 5.2 percent from the previous year. Of the recorded
crimesin 2005, 43.0 percent were for dishonesty offences, 17.6 percent were for drugs and
anti-social behaviour and 14.9 percent were for property damage. This compares with 56.6,
12.7 and 10.7 percent respectively for New Zealand. A total of 8,936 crimes were resolved
in the district in 2005, representing 56.5 percent of reported crimes. This represents an
increase of 2.9 percentage points from the resolution rate of 53.6 percent in 2004.
