Resolution Rate of Recorded Crime by Offence Type 
Year Ended December 2006 
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During the year ended 31 December 2006 there were 16,016 crimes recorded in the Tasman 
Police District, an increase of 197 or 1.2 percent from the previous year. Of the recorded 
crimes in 2006, 43.0 percent were for dishonesty offences, 18.3 percent were for drugs and 
anti-social behaviour and 17.3 percent were for property damage. This compares with 55.8, 
13.0 and 11.5 percent respectively for New Zealand. A total of 8,499 crimes were resolved 
in the district in 2006, representing 53.1 percent of reported crimes. This represents a 
decrease of 3.4 percentage points from the resolution rate of 56.5 percent in 2005.

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Economic Indicators 
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The total Goods and Services Tax (GST) sales in the Tasman Region for the December 2006 
quarter was $759.9 million, representing an increase of $38.7 million or 5.4 percent from the 
same quarter of the previous year. This compares with a national increase of 5.7 percent. 
During the same period the total GST purchases increased by $36.7 million or 6.9 percent to 
$569.8 million, compared with a 4.9 percent increase for New Zealand.

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Net GST Indicator 
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During the December 2006 quarter the total net GST (sales - purchases) in the Tasman 
Region was $190.1 million. This represented 0.5 percent of the total net GST in New 
Zealand. For the year ended December 2006 the total net GST in the Tasman Region 
increased by $67.7 million or 8.8 percent from the previous year, compared with a 6.9 
percent increase nationally during the same period.
